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Abstract

the aim of this study was to investigate the effect of pretend plays on general adaptation and
creativity of preschool children. The statistical population included all preschool children in
the 13th district of Tehran. The study sample consisted of 60 preschool child including 37
(62%) qirls and 23 (38%) boys that obtained by available sampling method. Children
participating in the research were randomly divided into two groups (30 in experimental
group and 30 in control group). Participants answered Bell's compatibility questionnaires and
CT creativity questionnaires in two stages, pre-test and post-test. Then the data results were
analyzed using mean and standard deviation, and one-way analysis of covariance (SPSS
software). The results showed that preschool children in the experimental group and the
control group had a significant difference in general adaptability and creativity (p>0.05).
Therefore, it can be concluded that children's general adaptability and creativity are
strengthened and promoted with pretend plays.
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
